Atlanta Indo-American Film Festival Contest (AIAFF/Kaneva Contest) 2006

Online Festival Guidelines

The AIAFF/Kaneva Contest 2006 is designed to make participation easy and fun.   Here’s how it works.

What You Can Enter

We are looking for your best work in any short film genre—including animation, documentary, and feature--as long as you follow these guidelines:

· Films must be concerned with issues of India or non-Resident Indian (NRI) Diaspora. 

· Films that are not in English must be subtitled in English. 

· No submission may have been commercially premiered in Atlanta prior to the Atlanta Indo-American Film Festival screening. 

· Film rights must be secured. If you are not the sole creator of the film, you must obtain permission from the creative group to enter the film in the festival. 

· If a film is accepted upon submission, the filmmaker cannot withdraw the film from the AIAFF 2006 and gives consent to AIAFF/Kaneva to display the film for promotion purposes. 

· Your film should be at least two minutes to twenty minutes long. 

· Films containing strong language, or depictions of nudity, violence or substance abuse, must be marked Restricted when uploaded to Kaneva, or you risk being eliminated from consideration.  

· Your film upload must meet AIAFF/Kaneva Organizing committee reserves rights to make a final decision on all above guidelines. 

Media Formats You Can Submit

AIAFF/Kaneva lets you upload and display many of the most common types of video and photo file formats. We convert all video files to Macromedia Flash format to ensure more users can enjoy your video. Here is a chart outlining media formats we accept:

How the Contest Works

· Registered members of Kaneva (including contestants) may cast one vote for any submitted film they consider worthy of jury review.

· The ten (10) films which receive the most online votes by Kaneva members will be considered finalists, to be screened and judged by the AIAFF jury. (In the event of a tie, the judges and the Festival Director will, at their sole discretion, decide which film will be considered a finalist.)

· Three (3) winners will be selected by the jury in this category and each winner will receive a custom designed AIAFF trophy, an AIAFF certificate,   cash and kind reward.  

Dates and Deadlines

· Entries can be submitted online beginning Tuesday, October 17th, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. USA ET through Thursday, November 2nd, 2006 at 4:59 p.m. USA ET. 

· Online voting will take place from Friday, November 3rd, 2006 at 9 a.m. ET through Saturday, November 11th, 2006 at 4:49 p.m. USA ET. 

· The winning entry, as selected by the AIAFF jury, will be shown in participating theatres during the Atlanta Indo-American Film Festival from November 10-14, 2006 and the award will be announced at a gala event following the festival on November 14th. 
How Your Media Will Be Used: 

· All qualified entries will be featured on the Kaneva website and may be used for promotional purposes by AIAFF/Kaneva. 

· Participants remain the copyright owner of all media content that they submit as part of the competition.

General Rules 
Open to all eligible filmmakers who, as of date of AIAFF/Kaneva registration, have attained the age of majority (18 years), or are emancipated minors, or possess legal parental or guardian consent, and are fully able and competent to enter into the terms, conditions, obligations, affirmations, representations, and warranties set forth in these Official Rules and the AIAFF/Kaneva Service Agreement. 

You may not submit anything to the Site, or provide any information about yourself, to Kaneva unless you are at least 14 years old, even if you have the consent of a parent or guardian to do so. Void where prohibited by law. 

Employees of Kaneva and the contest judges, its affiliates, subsidiaries, advertising, promotion agencies, and their immediate families and those living in same household of each and any other person involved in the creation, judging or administration of this Film Festival, are not eligible to participate.  All U.S. federal, Georgia state and local laws and regulations apply. 

Potential Finalist winners will be notified by email and must respond within 3 days of transmission. Potential Finalist winners must sign and return an Affidavit of Eligibility/Release of Liability/Publicity Release Form within 5 days of receipt. Noncompliance within these time periods may result in disqualification and an alternate winner will be determined. Sponsor assumes no responsibility for undeliverable emails resulting from any form of active or passive email filtering by a user's internet service provider and/or email client or for insufficient space in user's email account to receive email. 

Finalists are responsible for travel and expenses related to the participation in the Theatre screening events to be held in Atlanta in November 2006.

The competition prize is valid through June 30, 2007 and is governed by the rules and regulations of Atlanta Indo-American Film Festival. In case of any misunderstanding and discrepancy regarding AIAFF/Kaneva Film Contest Award or competition prize, decision made by the Director of AIAFF will be final.  

Winner may make no substitution or transfer of prize. All U.S. federal, Georgia state and local income taxes are sole responsibility of winner. 

If technical malfunctions or suspect selections/irregularities corrupt the voting portion of the competition, sponsor reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to award prize based solely on non-suspect online votes. Sponsor not responsible for incomplete, lost, late, damaged, illegible or misdirected mail/e-mail or for any technical problems, malfunctions of any telephone lines, computer systems, servers, providers, hardware/software, lost or unavailable network connections or failed, incomplete, garbled or delayed computer transmission or any combination thereof. 

Sponsor not responsible for any damage to any participant's computer system/software related to or resulting from participation or downloading any materials in this promotion.
